           1. Are there any “walls” of hostility in your life—strained relationships or unresolved 
               conflicts? How can you take the steps toward reconciliation?
           2. How can the church be a model of unity and peace in a divided world? What role can you
                play in this?

3. Internal Peace Within (Philippians 4:7)
God offers a peace that surpasses understanding that guards our hearts and minds in Christ Jesus.
 
         1. When you feel overwhelmed by anxiety or stress, how can you practically apply 
             Philippians 4:6,7 to find peace?
         2. Share a time when you experienced God’s peace in a difficult situation. How did that
             deepen your walk with God?
